vii. The event and Traffic Management Plan be advertised in the local newspapers a 

minimum of seven days prior to the event. 
viii. Residents along Mount Annan Drive affected by the Traffic Management Plan be 

advised of the Traffic Management arrangements in writing.

Camden Chamber of Commerce Representative
1. Can the RTA representative advise why the RTA project managers for the Narellan 

Road extension project have not advised the businesses in George Hunter Drive 
and Maxwell Place regarding the staging of the construction as they have indicated 
they would do. 

RTA Representative:  The matter would be followed up with the Project Manager for 
the Narellan Road extension.
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Narellan Chamber of Commerce Representative
1. There appears to be traffic congestion at the indented pick-up and drop-off area in 

front of the Narellan Vale Public  School. Is there any proposal for additional Police 
activity?

Police Representative: There are no plans at this time for additional Police activity at 
this site.
Busways Representative: The school is not serviced by school buses, however the 
route service does stop at the school and therefore the existing bus stop does need to 
be retained.

Police Representative
1. Police have undertaken a preliminary assessment of the site of a proposed 

Childcare Centre in Burnett Avenue after receipt of representations from the 
Community.

Transport Planning Engineer: Council Officers have been assessing the application for 
a childcare centre in Burnett Avenue Mount, Annan and Council will be happy to assist 
the police with their enquiries with respect to the traffic issues.  Council requested the 
Police to forward a report/assessment to Council to consider as part of the DA process.

Traffic Engineer
1. Tabled a notice from the RTA relating to the RTA's proposal regarding the three 

tiered signposting of 'No Stopping', 'No Parking' and 'No Standing'.

The 'No Standing' zone was to be formally redundant as from 1 December 2006 
and therefore all such signs were to be removed by this time. 

The RTA's latest communication advises that it has now extended the timeframe 
and that existing 'No Standing' zone signage be permitted for a further 2 years.
